The mission
of the Episcopal Church, as stated in our Book of
Common Prayer, is “#o restore all people to unity with God
and each other in Christ.” We seek to follow Jesus in
loving and life-giving relationships with God, with one
another, with all people, and with all God’s creation.
Our worship, beliefs and practices are diverse and
reflect influences from Roman Catholic, Protestant and
Orthodox traditions as well as on going reflection and
prayer about what it means to believe in and follow
Jesus Christ in a rapidly changing world. We Episco-
palians are also known as Anglicans, part of the
worldwide Anglican Communion with origins and
ongoing ties to the Church of England.

+ Welcome to Emmanuel Episcopal Church.

We trace our history on Mercer Island to a first worship
service in 1909 and to a prior church building, built in
1914, in an area of the island once known as East
Seattle. We have met, worshiped, served at and gone
forth in faith from the present church since 1959.

+ Welcome to Our Worship Today. The order for
worship that we call the Holy Eucharist is printed on
the following pages, with hymns from the blue Hymnal
1982. We begin with the Liturgy of the Word: Bible
readings, a sermon, an affirmation of faith, prayers, and
greeting one another at the Peace. All this prepates us
for the Eucharist itself — the word is derived from the
biblical Greek word for thanksgiving. Here and else-
where, it may also be called Holy Communion, the
Lord’s Supper or the Mass.

+ Welcome to Communion. The Real Presence of
Christ in the blessed bread and wine is a primary belief
in our Anglican tradition. Here at Emmanuel, any and
all who are drawn to do so may receive Communion.
Additional notes may be found at the appropriate place
in today’s printed order of worship.

+ Welcome to Getting Around Here.

¢ Our nursery and ministries with young
children are offered in various ways at various times.

History & Worship for Easter

The earliest followers of Jesus understood his death
nand resurrection in the context of the salvation history
of Israel, particularly God’s deliverance of the Israelites
from a centuries-long period of oppression and slavery
in Egypt. God commanded that this mighty event of
divine deliverance be annually remembered in the feast
of Passover, still observed by Jews today. Passover
rituals historically included the slaughter of a lamb as a
memorial sacrifice and thank offering to God. Lambs
were still being sacrificed at the Temple in Jerusalem in
the time of Jesus.

According to the unique chronology in the Gospel of
John, Jesus was crucified on the same day and at the
same hour as the offering of the Passover lamb. Christ
therefore became directly identified with Pass-over and
also gave it new meaning — the Passover by which God
delivers all humanity from the reign of sin and death.
This is why, in Christian worship, Jesus is described as
the Lamb of God. Listen for the language at the end of
the blessing of the bread and wine for Communion,
when we say (or sing) together, ‘Christ our Passover is
sacrificed for us.’

Christ’s death and resurrection also took place in the
context of the life, culture, religion and politics of Jesus’
day. In all four biblical accounts (Gospels), Jesus became
aware at some point that he would die, and he began to
share this anticipation with his followers. In the church
we’ve been following this story throughout the season of
Lent that began with Ash Wednesday (in March) and we
have shared in the tragic culmination of events by way of
our Holy Week services that started last Sunday. Lent
and Holy Week compel us to take an unflinching look at
the world’s primordial plague of sin and death. We have
also been prepared to better appreciate with joy the
message of God’s triumph over the same by way of
Christ’s resurrection.

In the Episcopal Church and other Christian tradi-
tions, Easter is not only a single day but a seven-week
season. Throughout the season we learn of additional
resurrection appearances of Jesus and of how the resur-
rection was received by and changed the lives of his
followers — including, eventually, us! Alleluial

A READING FROM THE BOOK OF ACTS - Acts 10:34-43
Lector A reading from the Book of the Acts of the Apostles.

Peter began to speak to Cornelius and the other Gentiles: "I truly understand that God shows no partiality,
but in every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. You know the
message he sent to the people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ--he is Lord of all. That message
spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John announced: how God anointed
Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing good and healing all who
were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him. We are witnesses to all that he did both in Judea and
in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a tree; but God raised him on the third day and
allowed him to appear, not to all the people but to us who were chosen by God as witnesses, and who ate
and drank with him after he rose from the dead.
