❈ The Season of Advent  – Happy New Year!  (No, I’m not jumping the gun.)          
In our Anglican-Episcopal tradition the Church’s annual cycle of feasts, fasts and seasons begins with the First 
Sunday of Advent – today. Advent is characterized by themes of expectant waiting and preparation for the 
celebration of the Nativity of Jesus, in other words, the period immediately before Christmas. The Latin 
adventus is a translation of parousia, commonly used in the Greek New  Testament in reference to Christ’s 
‘second coming.’ Therefore Advent serves a dual reminder: of the original waiting of the Hebrews for the birth 
of the Messiah as well as the Christian anticipation of the second coming of Christ. Elements of the liturgy for 
Advent include an Advent Wreath, purple vestments and paraments, and music texts and settings appropriate 
to the season’s themes and traditions.
